SCAFFOLDING & HOARDING LICENCES

SCHEDULE OF CONDITIONS

1.
An adequate protected passway with a trip-free surface shall be provided and maintained for pedestrians at all times. It shall, in general, be 1.35 metres wide and at no point less than 0.9 metres.

2.
All necessary precautions shall be taken to protect pedestrians and traffic. The applicant shall erect the required signage in compliance with the Traffic Signs Manual.  Warning lights shall be provided and maintained on the scaffold/hoarding during hours of darkness. The licensee shall comply forthwith with any instructions from the Council’s duly authorised representative in this regard.

3.
Scaffolding/hoarding shall be so designed and erected as to be structurally stable and suitable for the works. All requirements of the Safety, Health & Welfare at Work Act 2005 and the Safety, Health and Welfare at Work (Construction) Regulations 2013 shall be complied with. Scaffolding shall comply with the HSA Code of Practice for Access and Working Scaffolds.

4.
The licensee shall be responsible for any damage caused to the public road or footpath arising from the erection, placing or maintenance of the said structure/appliance and shall make good any damage to the satisfaction of the Council forthwith on demand, or alternatively, at the discretion of the Council, shall pay to the Council the cost of making good any such damage.

5.
Permission for blocking the footpath shall be obtained from Meath County Council.

6.
Permission shall be obtained from the owner of any adjacent property on which the scaffold/hoarding may encroach.

7.
If an extension of time is involved, application for renewal must be made.

8.
Existing street furniture must not be moved and must be retained and protected from damage, unless otherwise agreed with Meath County Council.

9.         The applicant must liaise directly with the District Engineer for all Temporary Traffic Management Plans being proposed as part of the works throughout the license period.

10.
All works shall be properly signed in accordance with the Department of Transport’s Traffic Signs Manual, Chapter 8, and Guidance for the Control and Management of Traffic at Road Works. Temporary traffic management shall be supervised by a competent person who has been issued with a valid CSCS card for Signing, Lighting and Guarding on Roads. Traffic control at the works shall be the responsibility of the applicant.

11.
Evidence of insurance confirming indemnity to Meath County Council against claims arising out of any accidents to persons or property must be provided.
