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ePlanning Portal

Meath County Council’s e-Planning portal is now live and accepting planning applications online. 

The new portal, which can be accessed at www.planning.localgov.ie , allows agents, developers and members of the public to lodge their applications and make submissions electronically, and will run as an alternative option to the existing paper-based system.
 

The portal allows you to:

· Register and login to your account to make a planning application or to manage an application that has been lodged already

· Make a submission or observation on a Planning application

· View and Make submissions on Part 8 schemes

Section 247 of the Planning and Development Act 2000-2022 states the following in this regard: “The carrying out of consultations shall not prejudice the performance by a planning authority of any other of its junctions under this Act, or any Regulations made under this Act and cannot be relied upon in the formal planning process or in legal proceedings”. 
The Planning Authority maintains a record of pre-planning consultations which will be a matter of public record once a planning application is lodged.
